For those still not quite sure whether the hype about recycling is worth it 

WE BUST 8 COMMON MYTHS ASSOCIATED WITH RECYCLING 
MYTH – Separating waste is difficult and time consuming

         All you need to do is Think Twice: Is it wet? Compost it. Or, is it dry? Recycle it. If it is neither, use a black bag or bin. BUSTED!!

MYTH – I don't have enough space to separate my recyclables. 

         Place your clean and dry glass, plastic, paper and tins into one bag, there is no need to separate. BUSTED!!

MYTH – Not all plastics are recyclable.

         A popular misconception is that products like polystyrene are not recyclable. Everything is recyclable if there is a market for it. You help create the market by recycling! BUSTED!!

MYTH – You waste water washing dirty recyclables.

         After you wash your dishes, rinse recycling in the same water.  BUSTED!!

MYTH – You cannot recycle old wood, electronic parts, building material or used oil.

         All these materials can be dropped off at the Hout Bay Depot (behind the police station) where they are sorted and re-used!! BUSTED!!

MYTH – my recycling won't make an impact on landfill space. 

         In under a year, Hout Bay has managed to divert 1 200 tons of waste from landfill. In March alone Hout Bay school children prevented 3 tons of recyclable waste from going to landfill. BUSTED!!

MYTH – recycling has no direct impact on global warming.

         40% of methane emissions released into the atmosphere originates from landfill sites. Methane is 20 times more harmfull to the environmnet than CO2. BUSTED!!

MYTH – there are no recycling stations close to where I live. 

         There are collections points in every Hout Bay neighbourhood: All the primary and high schools, Hout Bay Recycling in IY and door to door recycling collection in the Valley area. BUSTED!!
